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Seven Letters from Jesus

The Discipline of Disciples
Revelation 2:18-28

First: Be ready to rise to the serious business of rep

Revelation 2:19, “I know your deeds, your love and faith, your service and perseverance,
and that you are now doing more than you did at first.” | think we'd love to be part of a
church that Jesus describes in this way.

Revelation 2:20, “Nevertheless, | have this against you: You tolerate that woman Jezebel,
who calls herself a prophet. By her tfeaching she misleads my servants into sexual immorality
and the eating of food sacrificed to idols.”

Matthew 18:15-17, “If your brother or sister sins, go and point out their fault, just between the
two of you. If they listen to you, you have won them over. 16 But if they will not listen, take one
or two others along, so that ‘every matter may be established by the testimony of two or
three witnesses.’ 7 If they still refuse to listen, tell it fo the church; and if they refuse to listen
even to the church, treat them as you would a pagan or a tax collector.”

Revelation 2:26-27, “To the one who is victorious and does my will to the end, | will give
authority over the nations... [and] the morning star.”

1 Corinthians 6:2-3, “Do you not know that the Lord’s people will judge the world2 And if you

are to judge the world, are you not competent to judge frivial cases? 3Do you not know that
we will judge angels? How much more the things of this lifel”

Second: Be ready to submit to the serious business of rep
