WHY: God wants to show the world what earthly life would have been like had the world followed his

Revelation 20:1-3, “And I saw an angel coming down out of heaven, having the key to the Abyss and 

holding in his hand a great chain. He seized the dragon, that ancient serpent, who is the devil, or 

Satan, and bound him for a thousand years. He threw him into the Abyss, and locked and sealed it 

over him, to keep him from deceiving the nations anymore until the thousand years were ended.

Revelation 20:4, “I saw the souls of those who had been beheaded because of their testimony about 

Jesus and because of the word of God. They had not worshiped the beast or its image and had not 

received its mark on their foreheads or their hands. They came to life and reigned with Christ a 

thousand years.” 

Revelation 2:26, “To the one who is victorious and does my will to the end, I will give authority over 

the nations.”  

Revelation 3:21, “To the one who is victorious, I will give the right to sit with me on my throne, just 

as I was victorious and sat down with my Father on his throne.”  

Revelation 5:9-10, “…persons from every tribe and language and people and nation” have been made 

into “a kingdom and priests to serve our God, and they will reign on the earth.”  

Revelation 20:6, “…they will be priests of God and of Christ and will reign with him for a thousand 

years.”

Revelation 20:7-8, “When the thousand years are over, Satan will be released from his prison 8and 

will go out to deceive the nations….” 

Revelation 20:12-13, “And I saw the dead, great and small, standing before the throne, and books 

were opened….The dead were judged according to what they had done as recorded in the books. The 

sea gave up the dead that were in it, and death and Hades gave up the dead that were in them, and each 

person was judged according to what they had done.”  

Revelation 20:15, “Anyone whose name was not found written in the book of life was thrown into the 

lake of fire.”
